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“Is anyone among you sick? Let him 
call for the elders of the church, and let 
them pray over him, anointing him with 
oil in the name of the Lord” (James 
5:14). 
 
I consider it a privilege to be your 
pastor. As your pastor I want you to 
know that I am here for you when you 
need me. Unfortunately we have many 
in our church who suffer from various 
physical limitations and sicknesses. I 
wish I had the ability to know exactly 
when you need me. Unfortunately I am 
not always aware. And even when I 
know of an ongoing problem, I may not 
be aware when you need me. 
 
In God’s wisdom He has given the 
above verse to help the church in such 
instances. It is couched in a section of 
scripture where James is encouraging 
the church to persevere as it waits for 
the coming of Jesus. The emphasis of 
the text (as a whole) is learning to 
persevere in trials. Specifically, in the 
case of those who are sick, they are 
encouraged to call the elders of the 
church for prayer. 
 
This verse places the responsibility of a 
church member to call the elder when 
he/she has a need. The pastor, by 
definition, is an elder of the church (for 
our purposes at KP it needs to be noted 
that Stuart Thompson and David 
Hatcher are also Biblical elders of the 
church). This has a couple of benefits. 
First, the elder is notified of the 
person’s condition and of their need for 
prayer� first hand. This is important to 
note. In this verse, the one with the 
need is encouraged to exercise his faith 
by calling for prayer on his behalf. The 
need is met when the one suffering 
calls for prayer. 
 
Second, the person who has a need is 
confident that there is a ministry to 
meet that need� and it is only a phone 
call away. The result is that both the 
elders and the church members are able 
to rejoice as they pray in faith seeking 
the healing, comfort, and strength from 
our Great Physician, Jesus Christ. 
 
Again, I consider it a privilege to be 
your pastor, and I want to be there for 
you in your troubles (and joys!). 
However, I need you to help me help 
you. If you would like me (or Stuart or 
David) to visit you and pray with you, 
please call. I would love to hear from 
you! If I am not in the office, simply 
tell Nancy a good time to visit and I 
will come by to see you. 

Just pick up the phone. We are a phone 
call away, and we can rejoice together 
as we seek the Lord in faith!

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You may have noticed that the City 
has marked almost 30 parking spaces 
on Pinemont Road. On Monday the 
workers marked three handicap 
spaces on Pinemont and one on 
Kilbourne Road.

Translated, 
that means if you are not a 
handicapped driver with a visible 
handicap sign in your car, you could 
get a parking ticket.  
 
The handicap spaces on Pinemont 
will always be parallel parking. They 
will not change on Sunday 
mornings! You may not park in these 
spaces during the week or on Sunday 
if you are not handicapped.  The City 
does allow us to park at an angle on 
Sunday mornings in the non-
handicapped spaces. This is a great 
addition to our church parking and 
will also provide parking for our 
handicapped members.
